INFORMATION

The 1st International Summer School of the ISGS, Handling Gesture: Theory and Method in Gesture Research will take place at The Europa Universität Viadrina, in Frankfurt an der Oder (near Berlin), Germany. The school is generously funded by the Volkswagenstiftung. The school aims to provide basic training in theoretical and especially methodological approaches to the study of gesture to students and researchers with limited or no experience in gesture research and who do not have access to gesture expertise. Participation in the school is limited to grantees of the scholarship provided by the Volkswagenstiftung. There are 30 stipends available. The stipend will cover travel expenses (return fare) to and lodging costs, and a daily maintenance allowance in Frankfurt an der Oder. 

The school is open to students and researchers (regardless of scientific background) who are planning or have started a gesture project or a study involving gesture as a major component. Entry-level graduate students, postgraduate students planning to start a new project as well as students and researchers with limited experience in gesture research requiring specialization and increased expertise in specific areas of gesture research are encouraged to apply. Criteria of individual excellence will be taken into consideration such as the relevance and maturity of the research project, the relevance of data already collected/ or to be collected, and the academic achievements of the participants. Another criteria that will be taken into account is whether the applicant has already got access to training in gesture studies (for more details, please consult our website www.gesturestudies.com).
